You Are...annn!

The word GOOD, is power packed and is not something to just say casually to
someone. This word has prophetic destiny and impacts others in a very positive
way when spoken over them. In the past people have asked me; “Why do you say
GOOD so often? We complain and you still say, GOOD!”

Long Answer: In Strong’s Concordance there are 19 words in the Hebrew and 22
words in the Greek for GOOD. *2

The first use of this word is in Genesis chapter one where Elohim calls his handiwork "good" (as it is
usually translated). It should always be remembered that the Hebrews often relate descriptions to
functionality. When Elohim looked at his handiwork, he did not see that it was "good," he saw that it was
functional -"like a well oiled and fine-tuned machine." *3

The very first time the word GOOD is used in scripture:

9 Genesis 1:4 and God saw the light (illumination) that it was GOOD (Tov/Towb
#2896); and God divided the light from the darkness.
9 Genesis 1:31 Then God saw everything that He had made, and indeed it was

very GOOD. So the evening and the morning were the sixth day.

9 Luke 18:18-19 now a certain ruler asked Him, saying, “GOOD Teacher, what
shall | do to inherit eternal life?” So Jesus said to him, “Why do you call Me
GOOD? No one is GOOD but One, that is, God.

Jesus came to restore all things to their original function, to make them GOOD

again. We are a work in progress, when we are not functioning the way God

created us to.
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do good works, which God prepared in advance for us to do (Eph. 2:10). We have been created to do

good work s, tov works; deeds that are good and beautiful. *4
